Of course, we knew nothing about building houses either—well, I didn’t, but I 
could hand tools to those who did, and also play with the children to keep them out of the way.
      Sager Brown was a different story. We gave a little money whenever it was requested at church, but we had only a 
rudimentary knowledge of what went on there. So when our church gathered a team of volunteers to spend a week at the 
depot we signed up. After all, you want to know where your money’s going, right?
     When you arrive at Sager Brown one of the first things you’re told is that “this is holy ground.” We felt it from the 
moment we got out of the van. We were welcomed with open arms and joyful hearts. We were told about all 
the needs that were being met by the volunteers there, and how we could help. It was hands-on work for real 
people in this country and around the world.
     Jerry spent the week  packing boxes for shipment, and I got to spend time with one of the great loves of my life: sew-
ing. There is a wonderful sewing room where layettes, school bags, and so forth, are made with donated fabric.  Sager 
Brown is a place of excitement, joy, hope, service, but most of all, love. Everyone here is focused on being the hands and 
feet of Jesus. “
